1. To infer the main characteristics, causes and consequences 
of different Basque migrations, drawing on different sources.

1.1. The student has identified the words related (in meaning) to 'diaspora' in English.

1.2. The student has identified, from a variety of texts, the main features of Basque migration.

1.3. The student has identified, from a variety of texts, the causes and consequences of migration.

1.4. The student has identified the reasons for Irish and Basque diaspora. 

1.5. The student has classified the causes of migration into push or pull factors.

1.6. The student has classified the consequences of migration into positive and negative.

2. To select the necessary and appropriate information, 
considering the objective of the task and the audience.

2.1. The student has limited the amount of information to be used.

2.2. The student has chosen the necessary and appropriate information to talk about a given topic.
