Helburu didaktikoak Ebaluazio adierazleak

1. To infer the elements that make a historical fiction narrative seem 
authentic/believable.

1.1. The student has re-constructed a story by mentioning its basic elements or components.

1.2. The student has identified historical detail in texts.

1.3. The student has inferred the features of a character that provide a sense of authencity to a story.

2. To plan a historical short story taking into consideration the basic elements of 
these narrative texts and the features that make them believable.

2.1. The student has decided on a historical event and characters as the basis for a story.

2.2. The student has sketched the story linking the protagonist and his/her story with the historical event.

3. To transform or create a short narrative text by applying given narrative 
techniques and taking into consideration the features that make HF stories 
believable.

3.1. The student has planned the basic details of the story (tiltle, context, setting, main characters), has linked the protagonist and the 
main historical event and its consequences and has written an outline of the story.

3.2. The student has re-written the opening section of a story using various techniques to capture the attention of the reader.

3.3. The student has re-written a short story using different ways to order the events in the narration.

3.4. The student has re-written a story using 1st or 3rd person narrator.

3.5. The student has re-written a story by changing the narrative perspective.

3.6. The student has used dialogues.
